To set communication click Config Icon on the Tool Bar and then you will see the screen, click Communication Tab. Select RS-232 and use the black serial cable provided with the scale. Also go to Device Manager in your computer and see what com port your PC is using, com1. (19200 Baud/8/n/1 scale default)
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Basic Scale Parameters
You can set parameter information by clicking the Scale tab. You can then set your desired weighing unit, the method of price and date display. (Remember that 15.000kg is the 30lb. type)
